How to get to Steve Van’s: To car pool, meet at 6:15 at the SW corner of the Home Depot parking lot (Rt 66 side) 

Take I-40 west and get off at the first exit west of town, which is Flagstaff Ranch Road.  Go south/left on Flagstaff Ranch Road and turn right on 
Kiltie Lane (don’t enter the Flagstaff Ranch gate).
